Spring Break seems to bring 
a wide-ranging combination of  
emotions to residents of  Okaloosa 
County. However, there’s no getting 
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Keeping Military Families Together 
During Times of Medical Need

Publisher’s Note: Our area is 
blessed with several military in-
stallations, serving thousands of  
military personnel and possessing 
a significant deployment commit-
ment. Consequently, our family 
and friends in the military are 
continuously placed in harm’s 
way. Fortunately, we have Fish-
er House, which provides a home 
away from home with no fee, where 
our military and their families from 
throughout the U.S. receive caring, 
unconditional support.

Fisher House of  the Emer-
ald Coast is a tangible “thank 
you” for those who have 
served in the military. Locat-
ed on Eglin Air Force Base, 
across the street from the hos-
pital and VA Clinic, this near-
ly 11,000 square foot five-star 
facility includes 12 private 
suites, a large common kitch-
en and areas where guests 
can rest and renew. Any time 
a military member or family 
member is being treated at 
any local medical facility, they 
are eligible to use the Fisher 
House.

The idea of  Fisher House 
first started in the 1970s 
when Pauline Trost, the wife 
of  Admiral Trost, saw an in-
jured combat veteran return 
home and wondered where 
the family would stay during 
this time of  crisis. She knew 
high-priced hotels would only 
add a financial burden to an 

already difficult time. This 
thought never left her and it 
led to a critical partnership. 
Pauline brought the need for 
housing to her husband, and 
he reached out to Zachary 
and Elizabeth Fisher who 
were builders, philanthropists 
and patriots. They caught the 
vision immediately and went 

to work. Since then, the Fish-
ers have donated more than 
$20 million in the building of  
homes that receive families of  
hospitalized military person-
nel, free of  charge. Today, the 
number of  homes has grown

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past the fact that our beaches 
continue to be a major Spring 
Break hot spot for college and 
high school students, families 
and locals. The influx brings an 
economic boost to local busi-
nesses, but also the stereotypical 
crowded beaches and roadways. 

The primary goal of  the 
Okaloosa County Sheriff’s Of-
fice (OCSO) during the time 
span that runs February 26th 
through April 24th this year is 
simple – keep people safe. “To 
a large extent, that involves 
putting the brakes on underage 
drinking, which often leads to 
binge drinking and all the relat-
ed safety issues that can follow,” 
said Sheriff Eric Aden. “As al-
ways, we have a zero-tolerance 
policy for underage possession 
of  alcohol.”

Last year over a 51-day peri-

od, the OCSO made 700 Spring 
Break arrests, the vast majority 
for underage possession of  al-
cohol. 518 of  those arrests were 
in Destin and 182 took place on 
Okaloosa Island. Members of  
the OCSO Beach Unit initiated 
422 of  the 700 total arrests. In 
addition, 125 of  those arrests 
involved juveniles. 

If  caught with alcohol, ju-
veniles ages 17 and under are 
issued a notice to appear and 
released to an adult.

Individuals 18, 19 or 20 years 
of  age in possession of  an alco-
holic beverage are arrested and 
given a notice to appear before 
a judge. 

Our public safety efforts are 
part of  a partnership with the 
Tourist Development Council, 
the City of  Destin and other 
first responder partners to in-
clude Fire, EMS, Florida Fish 
and Wildlife and the Florida 
Highway Patrol. 

Property owners and man-
agers also play a big role. We 
recommend they take preven-
tative safety measures as well. 
Good strategies are to have your 
security disperse larger groups 
loitering on your property be-
fore the situation gets out of  
hand, monitor for law violations 
and report those promptly, evict 
guests who won’t comply with 
the rules and, of  course, contact 
us with any questions. 

The OCSO will have extra 
beach patrols alongside an en-

hanced number of  deputies 
on the roads. In addition, 
many area hotels and con-
dos hire off-duty deputies for 
added Spring Break security. 

 “As we’ve said in the past, 
the vast majority of  our vis-
itors come down, have a 
wonderful time, and cause 
no problems. They get to 
leave here with great memo-
ries,” said Sheriff Aden. “For 
that small percentage, how-

ever, who don’t follow the rules 
and act responsibly, there will be 
consequences.”  

In the meantime, whether 
they love it or just tolerate it, 
most locals know what to expect 
during the Spring Break season. 

“Stay vigilant on the road-
ways and exercise patience. Our 
deputies will be out there doing 
our best to keep the peace and 
keep everybody safe, because ul-
timately that’s our biggest con-
cern.”

to 92 throughout the U.S. Fish-
er House of  the Emerald Coast, 
our area’s own, was built in 
2010 and was number 48. 

In 2019, Fisher House of  
the Emerald Coast hosted more 
than 1,100 guests and provided 
2,900 bed nights, saving military 
families over $290,000 in lodg-
ing. 

It is the goal of  Mia Hughes, 
our local Fisher House’s Execu-
tive Director, for Fisher House 
of  the Emerald Coast to be a 
home away from home when 
our military members need it 
the most. “If  it’s the birth of  a 
baby and grandma doesn’t live 
here but wants to come, she can 
stay at Fisher House. We’ve also 
had babies that were delivered, 
but mom got ill and couldn’t 
be around the baby,” Mia says. 
“They’ve stayed at our house so 
they could be close. On the oth-
er end of  the spectrum, we’ve 
also had guests who were deal-
ing with end-of-life situations 

and were in their last stages. 
During the pandemic, however, 
because it’s a military installa-
tion, they restricted some of  the 
access. Life-ending scenarios 
were given higher priority.” 

“Many of  our guests will only 
stay a few days, but our record 
is 13 months,” Mia continued. 
“One family had a member 
going through oncology treat-
ments and they were able to 
stay here. Before that, a guest of  
11 months was blinded during 
the battle in Afghanistan, and 
he used our home for therapy. 
Fisher House was built to help 
lighten their load.”

Fisher House of  the Emer-

ald Coast serves every branch 
of  the military from Pensacola 
to Panama City. So, guests will 
not be more than an hour from 
the therapies and services they 
require.

Fundraising efforts are con-
tinual; monies raised provide 
much needed funding to the 
house to support the operation 
and the maintenance of  the 
home, and to provide the fam-
ilies with any necessary items 
needed during their stay. Are 
you interested in partnering 
with Fisher House? Mark your 
calendar to attend the Fisher 
House gala on October 27th 
with guest speaker Joey Jones, 

Fox News Contributor and for-
mer marine who lost both his 
legs in combat. 

There are additional unique 
ways you can help as well. 
“We’ve had corporate teams 
come for one week in the spring 
and fall to help clean the house,” 
says Mia. “They do it for team 
building and we’re always so 
grateful for the extra help. It’s 
their way of  giving back.”

“We also have a young guy 
who lives in Birmingham, and 
his mom, who was a volunteer, 
passed away in 2016. On the 
anniversary of  her passing, he 
comes to the Fisher House and 
makes her recipe for Cornish 

Hens for those there at the time. 
It’s his memorial tribute to his 
mom and he does it every year 
he can,” she says.

Fisher House accepts meal 
donations, enough for eight 
to 12 people, on Tuesdays, 
Wednesdays and Thursdays. 
Because Covid protocols are still 
in place, the food needs to come 
from local restaurants. Although 
the fridge is always fully stocked, 
these needed donations bridge 
the gap. If  guests have specific 
dietary needs or desires, the staff 
does their best to accommodate 
them as well to make the stay 
easier. As Mia says, “We love 
making people happy and want 
this to feel like home.”

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Amvets Set Ride To Fight Autism

There is no cure for Autism 
Spectrum Disorder. And the ex-
penses for families with a mem-
ber who has autism are steep. 
The Centers for Disease Con-
trol estimates that, in addition 
to medical costs, intensive be-
havioral interventions for chil-
dren with autism cost $40,000 
to $60,000 per child per year.

Amvets Post 78 of  Valparaiso 
is there to help.

On April 2, the veteran’s 
organization will sponsor the 
third annual Amvets 4 Autism 
All Wheels Poker Run, to ben-
efit the Autism Spectrum on the 
Emerald Coast.

This is the third such event 
the Amvets have held, accord-
ing to Geno Teichert, a member 
of  the board of  trustees. And its 
growth has been phenomenal.

“Last year, we had at least 75 
entrants,” Teichert said. “We 

have a bunch. A lot of  people 
go to the stops and don’t make 
it back to the post.”

The poker run will feature 
five stops. Leaving at 10:30 a.m. 
from the Amvets post, riders will 
stop at Nick’s Seafood in Free-
port, Amvets Post 178 in DeFu-
niak Springs, Amvets Post 35 in 
Crestview and return to the lo-
cal post about 3:30 p.m., where 
they’ll receive a meal and enjoy 
live entertainment. The cost is 
$25 per rider and $15 per pas-
senger. The first 100 registrants 
receive a free T-shirt. Registra-
tion kicks off at 9 a.m. and cof-
fee and donuts will be available.

“It’s over by 5 or 6, Teichert 
said. “It’s a long day, but we 
do it for the kids. We just want 
a bunch of  riders. The more 
the better, the more money it 
makes.”

The first year of  the event 
garnered about $4,000. Last 

year, it brought in about $9,000.
Numerous valuable door 

prizes will be awarded, such 
as a $500 gift certificate for Ja-
mie’s Gun Shop.  “We’re getting 
sponsors,” Teichert said. “A lot 
of  grocery stores give us gift cer-
tificates.”

People with autism might 
repeat certain behaviors and 
might not want change in their 
daily activities. Many people 
with ASD also have different 
ways of  learning, paying at-
tention, or reacting to things. 
Signs of  ASD begin during ear-
ly childhood and typically last 
throughout a person’s life.

The Centers for Disease Con-
trol and Prevention (CDC) esti-

mates that one in 68 children in 
the U.S. have autism. The prev-
alence is 1 in 42 for boys and 1 
in 189 for girls. These rates yield 

a gender ratio of  about five boys 
for every girl.

In Memory of ‘Chappie’: 1st U.S. Black 4-Star General

There are numerous Black 
American service members who 
broke barriers and could be 
highlighted during Black Histo-
ry Month. On Feb. 11 however, 
it is the 101st birthday of  Gen. 
Daniel “Chappie” James Jr., 
the first Black man to become 
a four-star general in any U.S. 
military branch. 

James died shortly after he 
left service in 1978, but his ac-
complishments are worth cele-
bration. As an African Ameri-
can Airman who served in three 
wars, James overcame extreme 
poverty, racism and segregation 
— including in the military — 
to become a skilled tactician in 

combat and a steady-handed 
leader whose speeches on pa-
triotism and the American way 
were highly regarded. 

Humble beginnings 
James was born Feb. 11, 

1920, in Pensacola, Florida, and 
was the youngest of  17 children. 
His dad was a laborer at a gas 
company and his mother was a 
teacher. 

When James was young, his 
mother decided she would teach 
her own children because she 
wasn’t impressed with the qual-
ity of  education at the local seg-
regated public school, according 
to an Air Force Magazine arti-
cle. She started her own school, 

which gradually attracted other 
neighborhood kids. She ran the 
school for 52 years until she died 
at the age of  82. 

One of  the most memora-
ble things she taught her pupils 
was to never quit. Clearly, her 
youngest son took that to heart. 

From dreams to reality 
As a Black child in the seg-

regated South, James wasn’t 
sure what type of  job he would 
one day be able to get, but he 
grew up watching the takeoffs 
and landings at nearby Pensac-
ola Naval Air Station, Florida, 
which gave him the dream of  
being a pilot. 

Chappie, as they called him 

— a nickname that was his 
brother Charles’ until Charles 
passed it down to James – grad-
uated high school in 1937. At 
6 feet, 4 inches tall and 250 
pounds, the athletic teen earned 
himself  a football scholarship to 
the famed Tuskegee Institute in 
Alabama. 

James was expelled from his 
academic studies at Tuskegee 
during his senior year for going 
on too many “escapades” that 
were frowned upon by the insti-
tution, said Howard E. Halvors-
en, Air Force historian. Howev-
er, he was still able to attend the 
Civilian Pilot Training Program 
offered through Tuskegee. It 
was one of  the first training op-
portunities offered to minorities. 

He graduated from the pro-
gram in March 1942 with his 
civilian pilot certification. He 
eventually earned a bachelor’s 
degree from Tuskegee too, Hal-
vorsen said, but he didn’t get 
that until 1969 when the school 

awarded him the degree based 
on the credit hours he’d earned 
during his military career. 

James met his wife, Dorothy 
Watkins, while they were both 
enrolled at Tuskegee. They mar-
ried on the campus in Novem-
ber 1942 and had a daughter 
and two sons. The oldest of  the 
two sons, Daniel James III, went 
on to have his own illustrious 
Air Force career. 

James stayed at Tuskegee as 
a civilian instructor pilot for the 
Army Air Corps Aviation Cadet 
Program until January 1943, 
when he joined the program 
himself. 

He was commissioned into 
the Army Air Corps the fol-
lowing July. He was never sent 
overseas to fight in World War 
II after he completed his fighter 
pilot combat training. Instead, 
he spent the next several years 
training cadets in the U.S. 

Combat capable 
When the Air Force began 

implementing its desegregation 
plan in 1949, James was finally 
sent overseas. He was assigned 
to the 18th Fighter Wing’s 
12th Fighter-Bomber Squad-
ron, an integrated unit in the 
Philippines. James later told his 
son that very few white service 
members initially talked to him, 
but he persisted anyway. 

James was sent to Korea in 
July 1950 as part of  the Korean 
War and completed 101 combat 
missions during his deployment. 
A year later, he was back in the 
U.S. and working his way up the 
ranks, including a stint at the 
Pentagon. 

By the time the Vietnam 
War began, he was a colonel. 
In June 1967, James deployed 
to Ubon Royal Thai Air Force 
Base, Thailand, where he was 
named vice commander of  the 
8th Tactical Fighter Wing. The 
unit was under the command 
of  then-Col. Robin Olds, who 
James knew from working at the 
Pentagon. 

James flew 78 combat mis-
sions into North Vietnam and 
helped Olds plan and lead the 
famed Operation Bolo in Janu-
ary 1967. 

In what’s often considered 
the greatest air battle of  the war, 
U.S. fighters destroyed seven 
enemy MiG-21 aircraft during 
Operation Bolo, which was the

Steady under pressure 
After returning to the U.S., 

James served as vice command-
er of  the 33rd Tactical Fighter 
Wing at Eglin Air Force Base, 
Florida. 

He was persistent, tactical-
ly skillful and seen as a steady 

combat leader — attributes 
that earned him his next role as 
the commander of  the 7272nd 
Fighter Training Wing at 
Wheelus Air Base in Libya. It 
was August of  1969, and Mua-
mmar Gadhafi had just suc-
cessfully overthrown the Libyan 
king. 

The U.S. had agreed to turn 
Wheelus AB over to the Libyans 
prior to the coup, and James was 
responsible for the withdrawal. 
He kept a cool head despite the 
tensions, which led to a success-
ful and conflict-free drawdown. 

“James’ leadership and diplo-
matic skills were put to full use in 
that delicate situation in which 
the new anti-Western, radical 

Libyan leader sought to expel 
the Air Force,” Halvorsen said. 
“Back home, James’ speeches 
on Americanism and patriotism 
were so well regarded, many 
were read into the Congressio-
nal Record.” 

Military officials had be-
gun to take notice of  his public 
speaking skills when James was 
at Eglin AFB. After Libya, he 
was tapped to be a deputy as-
sistant secretary of  defense for 
public affairs. When he took the 
job in March 1970, he was also 
promoted to brigadier general, 
making him the first Black gen-
eral in the Air Force.

In September 1974, James 
took over as vice commander of  

the Military Airlift Command 
based at Scott Air Force Base, 
Illinois. He had been promoted 
twice by this time, attaining his 
third star as lieutenant general.

 
Making history … again 

On Sept. 1, 1975, James was 
officially promoted to the rank 
of  four-star general, becoming 
the first Black man to attain the 
rank in the U.S. military. 

“If  my making an advance-
ment can serve as some kind of  
spark to some young Black or 
other minority, it will be worth 
all the years, all the blood and 
sweat it took in getting here,”{-
James said upon earning a 
fourth star.}

Along with the promotion 
came the position of  command-
er in chief  of  North American 
Aerospace Defense Command, 
which gave him operational 
command of  all U.S. and Cana-
dian strategic aerospace defense 
forces. 

In December 1977, James 
took over as special assistant to 
the U.S. Air Force chief  of  staff, 

but he retired two months later 
on Feb. 1, 1978, for health rea-
sons. Sadly, James died in late 
February 1978 of  a heart attack. 
The 58-year-old was buried in 
Arlington National Cemetery. 

Legacy 
James’ successes earned him 

numerous military and national 
accolades throughout his career, 
including the George Washing-
ton Freedom Foundation Medal 
in 1967 and 1968. He was also 
awarded honorary Juris Doctor 
degrees from at least five high-
er-education institutions – along 
with his Tuskegee degree. 

James’ name lives on across 
the military, but perhaps most 
notably at the institution at 
which his career started. 

In May 1987, Tuskegee 
University dedicated the Gen. 
Daniel “Chappie” James Jr. 
Center for Aerospace Science 
and Health Education to the 
general. The center includes the 
James Center Arena, where the 
school’s basketball teams cur-
rently play.

Trey Gowdy: Beyond a Reasonable Doubt

Northwest Florida State Col-
lege President Devin Stephen-
son is a visionary with purpose-
ful determination. His caliber 
of  speakers for the “President’s 
Speaker Series” reflects his keen 
leadership and focus. I consider 
Dr. Stephenson to be a persua-
sive communicator in his own 
right. 

Most people have heard 
the cliché that “You get what 
you pay for.” Frequently, a true 
statement indeed, unless some-
one else foots the bill and invites 
you to come. This speaker series 
is FREE to the public, and Trey 
Gowdy packed the Mattie Kelly 
Arts Center with an eager, en-
thusiastic crowd.  

When someone mentions 
Trey Gowdy, people tend to 
have opinions of  him at oppo-
site ends of  an ever-widening 
spectrum. They generally ad-
mire him greatly or vociferous-
ly criticize him. Unfortunately, 
this is the political climate of  
twenty-first-century America. 
No matter, Trey poured out his 
heart, humbly baring his soul to 
a spellbound audience. 

Trey started his message with 
amusing quips and stories that 
ingratiated him to his audience, 
but his innate passion showed as 
things turned serious. The au-
dience sat on the edge of  their 
seats, wondering what was com-
ing next. Trey revealed himself  
as someone not ready to yank 
America’s life support from its 
socket. Instead, he believes that 
America needs to rediscover 
who we are, where we are going, 
and how to get where we need 
to be. 

Granted, we are a politi-
cally divided country with red 
and blue sides more willing to 
shout things out than attempt 
to understand what drives the 
passions of  the other side. Trey 
pointed out that every day car-
ries the sense of  it being like 
election day. So few people are 
forging relationships outside 
their sphere of  fellow cheerlead-
ers. He urged his audience to 
display an uncommon form of  
grace to bring us closer together. 

Trey frequently transitioned 
to talk about his family and 
good friend and co-author, Sen-
ator Tim Scott. They developed 

a close bond as they spent many 
eating opportunities together at 
the Capitol Hill Club. Trey told 
the audience of  Senator Scott’s 
upbringing with his grandfather, 
who picked cotton and never 
learned to read. Yet, his grand-
father believed in the power of  
knowledge and the magic of  
education, and he thought these 
things would make a difference 
in his grandson’s future. His 
grandfather raised a grandson 
who became a U.S. Senator and 
author of  a New York Times #1 
Best Seller. 

Trey mentioned meeting his 
wife through a church youth 
group and traveling and the 
importance of  faith, sometimes 
shaken by his life experiences. 
His early career included pros-

ecuting the worst crim-
inals and how these 
interactions took their 
toll mentally, spiritual-
ly and physically. Like 
many politicians, Trey 
Gowdy left his home-
town of  Spartanburg, 
South Carolina, for 
our country’s capital 
to make a difference. 

If  you watch his famous social 
media sound bites, he comes 
across as a skilled prosecutor in-
terrogating political adversaries. 
In person, he also comes across 
as genuine and caring. 

After one hour of  clearly 
articulating his thought-pro-
voking speech, the last question 
pinpointed how this master of  
persuasion had moved many ju-
ries to agree with him beyond a 
reasonable doubt. He was asked 
why he was advocating compro-
mise, although he never alluded 
to compromising with whom 
you disagree. Absent a court 
reporter to retrace his words; 
interrogator Gowdy kicked into 
overdrive to reiterate that he 
promoted dialogue—persuasion 
over argument. He encouraged 

sincere communication with 
empathy, not a win-at-any-costs 
methodology. 

Trey never alluded to com-
promising one’s beliefs. Instead, 
he pleaded for people to search 
for common ground. He en-
couraged practicing the art of  
persuasion rather than using 
insults as a means of  self-valida-
tion. His appeal: we all should 
make an effort to listen to the 
“other side.” Insults make oth-
ers determined not to give up 
any ground, and the mentality 
of  crushing your opposition has 
eroded our society’s fabric. 

Trey encouraged talking re-
sponsibly and ending the bitter 
feuding and fussing with neither 
side desiring to listen and learn 
from the other. His point was to 
be fair-minded yet encourage 
people to think for themselves.

The end is near! Not in the 
mortal sense, but rather, the end 
of  the Open Enrollment Period 
for predominantly Medicare 
Advantage plan members in 
2022. We will leave the mor-
tality proclamation to the crazy 
guy wearing the sandwich board 
roaming various city streets 
around the country.

Keep in mind, if  you are 
“aging-in” this year, you have 
a whole different set of  dead-
lines and circumstances (see last 

month’s article). This article will 
cover what you should be check-
ing up on before the March 31st 
deadline rolls around and locks 
you in until the next Annual En-
rollment Period (October 15 – 
December 7).

So, what should you do to 
make sure this year’s coverage 
selection treats you well and is 
something you will be happy 
with until next year? First, you 
will have hopefully had some 
time to try out your new cover-
age. Whether that be a visit to 
the doctor of  your choice or a 
trip to the pharmacy, you likely 
have had a chance to use your 
current coverage. If  you are 
one of  those folks that needs 
neither, bully for you! Howev-
er, even you should still take 
this time to conduct further

They have two daughters, Mon-
tana, 24, and Peyton, 21 and 
a Son, Clayton, 19. John said 
Montana will soon join the firm 
as project manager.

“I’ve had the personal benefit 
of  working with folks here and 
I believe the way I do construc-
tion will be a huge benefit to the 
folks here in Florida,” John said. 
“We think we can make a differ-
ence and one of  my slogans is 
that I like to do things different-
ly.”

That penchant for innova-
tion has come in handy in sev-
eral Farrow Commercial Con-
struction jobs.

The most challenging com-
mercial job took place at the 
Magnolia Hotel in downtown 
Denver.

“That was difficult,” he said, 
“as far as staging, getting vehi-
cles in and out and working on a 
hotel, adding 56 rooms, as well 
as working through the winter 
months with very limited park-
ing to store and stage equipment 
and supplies.” Meanwhile, the 
hotel was occupied, so John and 
his workers went floor by floor.

A residential project that 
stands out took place on the 
West Coast. “A gentleman want-
ed all concrete walls 20 feet tall, 
an entire slab concrete home,” 
John said. “Every aspect had 
to be completely balanced and 
measured. I guess he thought 
Armageddon was coming.”

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Sticking it Out: 
Fun Drivers You Can Still Buy with a Manual

If  you’re an automotive 

junky like me, and anywhere 
north of  age 30, you can prob-
ably remember a day when all 
the cool cars had stick shifts and 
three pedals. It just seemed like 
a part of  driving; that feeling of  
being at one with the car often 
associated with effortlessly—
and oftentimes aggressively—
shifting through the gears, while 
feeling a big smile come across 
your face that made you feel as 
if  you could race cars for a liv-
ing.

Over the past 20 years, 
however, increased technolo-
gy brought the end of  manual 
transmission cars being quicker 
than their auto shifting coun-
terparts of  the same model. 
This led to less manuals being 
produced, until such time that 
many people under 30 never 
even learned to drive one. Now-
adays, making a stick-shift about 
the best automobile theft deter-
rent device you can have. With 
only 27 new cars even available 
in manual formats for the 2022 
year, here are some of  the sport-
ier ones that can still put that big 
smile on your face as you run 
through the gears. 

BMW M 3, M 4 
and 2 Series  

As someone who loves the 
responsive drive of  a BMW, 
I’m encouraged that the brand 
decided to continue offering a 
manual trans in at least some 
models. My wife and I own a 
classic M Roadster as a week-
end/fun car, and as cool as it is 
with the top down and that quad 
exhaust roaring, I can’t imagine 
that car being even half  as much 
fun if  it was an automatic. 

All M3 cars since the origi-
nal E30 offered a manual, and 
BMW has chosen to keep that 
an option in their new M 2, 3 
and 4 cars also. I mean who’d 
want 473 hp in a new M3 and 
not be able to clutch and shift? 
To be fair, I had a 4 Series coupe 
a few daily drivers ago, and I 
did enjoy that automatic with 
its paddle shifters. In addition to 
the M3 and M4 variants, rear-
drive 230i, M240i, M2 Com-
petition, and M2 CS can all be 
had with a stick. 

Chevy Camaro
The brand with the blue 

bowtie might not offer a manual 
in the new mid-engine Corvette, 
but you can still get a six-speed 
stick in every version of  the Ca-
maro. So, whether you choose 

the base turbo 2.0, the ZL1 or 
1LE with the rambunctious su-
percharged 6.2-liter V-8, you 
can still show your muscle car’s 
muscle while flexing your own a 
little, too. 

Ford Mustang 
I get that a lot of  people 

probably haven’t been opting for 
manuals in their pony cars for 
decades. But, the fact that you 
can is cool. Every 2022 model—
other than the range-topping 
Shelby GT500—offers a man-
ual option, whether you choose 
the turbo-four, 5.0 GT, the 480-
hp Bullitt (probably my favorite 
current Stang) or the Mach 1.

Mazda MX-5 Miata
Contrary to what some may 

think about a Miata, it’s regard-
ed by most true auto aficionados 
to be one of  the purest back-to-
basic sportscars you can own. 
Pretty much what owning an 
early 70’s Lotus Elise was five 
decades ago… but with reliable 
mechanicals in the Miata. 

Ever since the first genera-
tion car hit the U.S. market in 
1990, the Miata has offered a 
manual transmission to accom-
pany the little rear-drive’s sporty 
handling, peppy high-revving 
four, and well-balanced suspen-
sion. Driving a Miata at half  its 
potential is often more fun than 
driving most cars… and the 
manual trans certainly plays a 
big part in that equation. 

Toyota 86 and Subaru BRZ
I’m grouping these fun little 

sportscars together since the 
Toyota 86 and Subaru BRZ 
have been co-developed from 
the beginning—back when 
the 86 was originally badged 
as a Scion FRS. Both of  these 
well-balanced 2+2s were re-
worked offering new designs, 
in and out, for 2022. Though 
each car offers a different engine 
based on its individual brand, 
they’re very much alike in every 
other way; including the fact 
that both can be had with a six-
speed manual. 

Porsche 911, 718 Boxster, 
and 718 Cayman

I hope we never see a time 
when you can’t get a new 
Porsche sportscar with a manu-
al trans. Though having owned 
seven Porsches over the years, 
I understand why some people 
who buy them as daily drivers 
choose the ultra-convenient, 
and fast shifting, dual-clutch au-
tomatics.  

For 2022, every variation of  
Porsche’s mid-engine Boxster 
and Cayman comes with a stick 
as standard equipment, while 
the automatic is an option. In 
fact, the six-speed remains the 
only transmission available in 
the ultra-cool Boxster Spyder 
and race-bred Cayman GT4 it-
erations. 

As for the iconic 911, every 
model comes standard with a 
manual, with the dual-clutch 
automatic available as the no-
extra-cost option. Personally, I 
can’t imagine buying a 500 hp 
911 GT3 and not being able to 
dump the clutch and sling the 
rear-end out while laying black 
marks through first, second and 
third. Different strokes for dif-
ferent folks though.

A Diver’s Wonderland
“Boat Yard” Artificial Reef Site Expands 

For those who dive, the wait 
is over for the county’s most re-
cent expansion of  its artificial 
reef  program. Okaloosa Coun-
ty Tourist Development Depart-
ment (TDD) Destin-Fort Wal-
ton Beach Tourism expanded 
fishing and diving opportunities 
with the deployment of  a de-
commissioned tugboat— MISS 
JOANN). The 64-foot vessel is 
an addition to nearly 400 artifi-
cial reef  sites offshore Okaloosa 
County. 

Morgan Marine deployed 
MISS JOANN with oversight 
from the Destin-Fort Walton 
Beach Coastal Resource team 
on March 2. “We are fortunate 
to have a Coastal Resource 
Team dedicated to the con-
tinued growth of  the artificial 
reef  program,” said Okaloosa 
County Board of  County Com-
missioners Chairman Mel Pon-
der. “Fishing and diving are im-
portant coastal activities to our 
county and reefs like this offer 
such a unique underwater expe-
rience for divers and snorkelers, 
not to mention an excellent op-
portunity for anglers.”

In 2021, Morgan Marine 
was notified by the U.S. Coast 
Guard that its tugboat would 
require significant retrofits to 
bring it into compliance. Rather 
than invest significant funds in 
an older vessel, Morgan Marine 
donated the vessel to Okaloosa 
County to deploy as an artificial 
reef. Okaloosa County fund-
ed the remaining preparations 
and costs associated with the 
deployment. “Artificial reefs are 
essential to our community that 
depends heavily on fishing and 
diving as a recreational activity 
and tourism product. We lack 
the offshore natural reef  habi-
tat; therefore, artificial reefs are 
even more important here. The 
MISS JOANN will be a great 
addition to our artificial reef  
program and we hope it will be 
visited by divers and fisherman 
for years to come,” said Alex 

Fogg, Coastal Resource Manag-
er, Destin-Fort Walton Beach. 

MISS JOANN will accom-
pany two previously deployed 
vessels, the DYLAN (61 ft.) and 
the BRANNON (65 ft.). Due 
to the smaller sizes of  these ex-
isting artificial reefs, the MISS 
JOANN was deployed in close 
proximity to the existing vessels 
in 119 feet of  water, but with 
40 feet of  relief, will provide a 
shallower option to the site if  
visitors don’t wish to dive the 
deeper wrecks. The additional 
relief  also provides habitat that 
supports prized fish species such 
as Amberjack and Cobia. The 
vessels are secured to each oth-
er for increased stability and to 
provide additional complexity 
to the site that has been named 
the “Boat Yard.” 

MISS JOANN was deployed 
16.43nm SE of  Destin Pass in 
the Okaloosa County Large 
Area Artificial Reef  Site A 
(LAARS A).  

For those who don’t know, 
artificial reefs are man-made 
structures built to promote ma-
rine life and, in some cases, 
improve surfing. The reef  struc-

tures are designed to provide 
a sustainable food source for 
many species along with shelter 
and protection. Destin is home 
to many man-made reefs, most 
located near public beaches 
anywhere from 200 to 300 yards 
off the shore to make it easier for 
guests to visit. A GPS device is 
also helpful when finding reefs. 

Artificial Reefs are a popular 
snorkel destination, but it’s also 
common to see people bring 

paddleboards and kayaks out 
to our local reefs and enjoy the 
wildlife scenery such as turtles, 
stingrays and more. While they 
are free to visit, remember you 
are accessing them at your own 
risk. Always remember to heed 
the tides and the local beach flag 
system for safety.

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Help FWC Report Horseshoe Crabs 
It’s almost spring and that 

means it’s peak mating season 
for horseshoe crabs. Help biol-
ogists with the Florida Fish and 
Wildlife Conservation Commis-
sion (FWC) gather valuable in-
formation about these ancient 
creatures by reporting sightings 
on the online survey at https://
survey123.arcgis.com.

Horseshoe crabs have blue 
blood which is very expensive, 
but with numerous medical 
benefits. Due to this coveted re-
source, it’s become vulnerable to 
extinction. But, this highly-valu-
able resource worth protecting.

Horseshoe crabs mate by 
pairing up, with the smaller male 
attached to the larger female. 
They then crawl onto the beach 

up to the high 
tide line where 
the female digs 
a nest and lays 
her eggs, all 
while the male 
is attached and 
fertilizing the 
freshly laid 
eggs. They mate 
y e a r - r o u n d , 
but it is most 
common to see 
mating groups along the shore of  
sandy, lower wave action beach-
es from March through October. 
Each season, usually May or June 
in our area, just one female crab 
can lay as many as 80,000 eggs!

Unlike other crabs, horseshoe 
crabs aren’t actually crustaceans 

– they don’t have antennae and 
they have multiple eyes. They are 
an arachnid (in the spider fami-
ly). 

You will have the most luck 
spotting horseshoe crabs around 
high tide within a few days of  a 
new or full moon. If  you see a 
horseshoe crab on its back, you 
can help it flip back over by gen-
tly picking it up (holding both 
sides of  the shell), turning it over 
and releasing it back into the wa-
ter. Simple actions such as this 
help conserve this species and the 
many other species that depend 
on it. 

Reporting horseshoe crab 
sightings provides valuable infor-
mation about habitat use, popu-
lation distribution and environ-
mental conditions for nesting to 
the FWC. Although horseshoe 
crabs have existed for more than 
450 million years, scientists are 
still learning about Florida pop-
ulations. Public sighting infor-
mation helps FWC researchers 
target nesting beaches for the 
Florida Horseshoe Crab Watch 
Program, a citizen science based 
initiative to collect data through-
out the state.

The gopher tortoise plays a 
significant role in many of  Flor-
ida’s ecosystems and deserves 
our recognition. Gopher tor-
toises are considered a keystone 
species, as their burrows provide 
refuge for over 350 different 
species of  wildlife. Burrow asso-
ciates range from common ani-
mals such as opossums and rat 
snakes, to rarer and lesser-known 
species such as the punctuate 
gopher tortoise onthophagus 
beetle and the Eastern indigo 
snake. Without gopher tortoises 
and their burrows, there would 
be fewer of  these species. Some 
species could even go extinct! By 
raising awareness for this threat-

ened species, we can all help to 
make sure gopher tortoises and 
all the other important species 

that call their burrows home will 
be around for years to come.

It’s All About Sugar

It’s a love-hate relationship. 

We eat it to celebrate, comfort 
our souls and give as gifts. En-
joying special moments is a good 
thing. But even if  you’re an oc-
casional sweet eater, you might 
be eating much more than you 
think. Sugar is more addictive 
than cocaine and causes inflam-
mation which is the root cause of  
most diseases.

Sugar is in almost everything 
we eat: fruits, vegetables, breads, 
dairy (lactose), sweets, boxed, 
canned and frozen foods and the 
list goes on. Did you know that 
manufacturers add sugar to 74% 

of  all packaged foods? There are 
currently 61 names for sugar not 
counting artificial sweeteners. 
Regarding the latter, these have 
been associated with headaches, 
depression, fatigue, memory loss, 
gastrointestinal problems, etc.

Both sugar and inflammation 
can rob our cells of  the required 
nutrients they need to function 
at their optimal levels. And since 
sugar has no nutritional value, 
it has to ‘borrow’ nutrients to 
digest it. It depletes the body of  
vitamins C and E and is partic-
ularly draining to the B vitamin 

complex. It also leeches minerals 
such as calcium and magnesium 
from your bones and teeth.

Added to this list are refined 
carbohydrates such as pasta and 
breads. The body turns these 
into sugar for energy. However, 
the body doesn’t recognize these 
as ‘real foods’ and processes 
them differently than it would a 
whole grain bread or gluten free 
pasta.

Natural sugars from fruit 
and veggies are a body’s friend. 
Take time to read ingredient la-
bels and begin choosing the la-

bels that have no added sugars. 
Watch out for ‘low fat’ or ‘sugar 
free’ items. ‘Low fat’ decreases 
flavor; so, sugar is added as a 
flavoring and many ‘sugar free’ 
items means artificial sweeten-
ers might be added which wreak 
havoc on our bodies.

Breast Cancer

Breast cancer is the leading 

cause of  cancer in women and 
the second leading cause of  
death from cancer in women. 
Metastatic breast cancer tends 
to invade the bone causing in-
tense pain and invades the brain 
causing dementia and memory 
loss. It is not a pleasant way to 
finish your days. Breast cancer 

survivors will tell you that the 
return of  breast cancer is some-
thing that weighs on their mind 
anytime something seems dif-
ferent. A catch in your back, a 
weird cough, or any number of  
minor issues can trigger that fear 
that the cancer might be return-
ing. In addition, cancer treat-
ments are invasive, painful and 
life altering. Prevention is really 
the key to survival.

But what is the likelihood of  
a woman getting breast cancer? 
When you look at all women, 
the risk seems relatively low. The 
rate of  breast cancer in women 
is about 2.6%, but this number 
is deceptive because this is the 
risk for all women. What is my 
risk of  breast cancer? This is the 
question women really want to 
know the answer to. There are 
many factors involved, but ad-

vancing age is a major factor 
and the risk of  breast cancer 
with advancing age can be as 
high as 16%.

The Women’s Health Initia-
tive was a study started in 1991 
and stopped in 2005. It origi-
nally reported that giving estro-
gen to postmenopausal women 
increased their risk of  breast 
cancer. Unfortunately, this re-
port was not entirely accurate. 
What this study showed was that 
women who received synthetic 
estrogen (estrins) have a higher 
incidence of  breast cancer while 
women who received bio-identi-
cal estrogen (estradiol) actually 
had a lower risk of  breast cancer. 
This change has been published, 
but was not reported with the 
fervor of  the original reports. 
As well, not only did these wom-
en have a lower risk of  breast 

cancer, but also a lower risk of  
strokes and heart attacks as well.

A recent study was published 
in 2019 which looked at breast 
cancer risk in women who re-
ceived testosterone pellet ther-
apy. Yes, testosterone. Women 
have an idea that they don’t need 
testosterone, but this is not true. 
In fact, women make testoster-
one in the ovaries and much of  
this testosterone gets converted 
to estrogen. So, women make 
more testosterone than estrogen. 
Anyway, the women in this study 
were followed for over 10 years. 
It turns out that the incidence of  
breast cancer in the women who 
received testosterone therapy 
was 40% lower than the women 
who did not receive testosterone.

So, now you see that both 
bio-identical estrogen and 
bio-identical testosterone reduce 

the risk of  breast cancer. This 
doesn’t even touch on the bene-
fits to bone density, heart health, 
prevention of  depression and 
anxiety, increases in libido and 
the many other proven benefits 
of  both estrogen and testoster-
one therapy.

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Journey Bravely: 
You Are Ridiculously in Charge

I don’t remember most of  my 
dreams, but I’ll never forget this 
one. In the dream, I am in the 
third-row seat of  a car traveling 
down a straight highway. I am 
content with my situation until I 
am suddenly aware that the car 
is on cruise control, and I am 
supposed to be in the driver’s 
seat! The rest of  the dream is my 
struggle from the third row, over 
the second row of  seats, and the 
center console to the driver’s 
seat. In the several months I had 
the dream, I am not sure I ever 
made it to the driver’s seat.

I had this recurring dream 
during a season of  my life when 
I was living on autopilot. During 
this season, life felt more like 
something that was happening 
to me than a gift I got to live. I 
think all of  us have had seasons, 
or days, when we’ve felt like this. 
Maybe there are areas of  your 
life right now that feel exactly 
like this.

We weren’t given life to be 
a passive passenger in the back 
seat. In nearly all areas of  life, 
including our relationships, our 

vocation, our health, our atti-
tudes and our personal growth, 
we often have far more power 
than we think. The reality is, we 
are ridiculously in charge of  the 
lives we’ve been given.

5 Ways to be ridiculously in 
charge of your life:

Let go of  the need to be 
in control. If  the last three 
years have taught us anything, 
it is that there are things out-
side our control. But even when 
we are not in control of  every-
thing happening in life, we are 
in charge of  how we respond, 
our attitude and the actions we 
take in response to difficult peo-
ple, circumstances and setbacks. 
Trying to control things outside 
of  our control distracts us from 
the choices we can make. One 
of  the great ironies of  life is that 
we try to control what we can’t 
control and play victim to things 
we are in charge of.

Be in charge: Make a list 
of  things outside of  your con-
trol and another list of  things 
you can control. Be intentional 
throughout the day of  focusing 
your energy on things you can 
control.

Acknowledge learned 
helplessness. There are many 
different reasons why we begin 

to feel helpless. Sometimes, it’s 
because we are trying to control 
things outside of  our control. 
So, we begin to assume we have 
no agency in other areas of  life. 
Sometimes, this happens when 
we see what others have that we 
don’t (if  I had their resources…, 
if  I were as lucky..., if  I were giv-
en the same opportunities..., if  
the world weren’t against me…, 
if  I had more time…). This view 
of  life may let us off the hook for 
responsibility, but it will rob our 
lives of  meaning. Being ridicu-
lously in charge means shifting 
from focusing energy on what is 
not possible to how you will find 
a way and taking the next step.

Be in charge: In what areas 
of  life have you learned help-
lessness? What one small step 
can you take forward?

Treat the past as a teach-

er not a master. The past 
becomes a master when we 
assume it is a predictor of  the 

future. You do not have to be 
imprisoned by mistakes or fail-
ures in your past, and you do 
not have to repeat them. Allow 
those experiences to teach you, 
not define you. Today is a new 
day, a new chapter. What story 
do you want to tell? 

Be in charge: If  you were 
to write the next chapter of  your 
story, what would you title it?

Need Some Advice?

The poet and philosopher 
Thiruvalluvar is given credit 
for saying: “Nothing is impossi-
ble for those who act after wise 
counsel and careful thought.”

We are certainly in a time 
where, for most of  us, some very 
important decisions are about to 
be made that will have impacts 
on our own lives, our families, 
our businesses, and our com-
munities for years and perhaps 
decades to come. How do we 
navigate through such waters? 
Common sense says we should 
not do it alone, but then what?

The prisoner’s name is Jo-
seph, and he has just been 
plucked from detention and giv-
en an audience with the ruler of  
all the land. A pretty big oppor-
tunity indeed and all he must do 
is tell Pharaoh what his dreams 
mean. The first words out of  Jo-
seph’s mouth are, “It is beyond 
my power to do this.”  Wait … 
what? But then the story turns 
to the source of  all wisdom and 
knowledge, Joseph continues: 
“But God can tell you what it 
means and set you at ease.”

Joseph goes on to not only in-
terpret the dreams for Pharaoh, 

but give him specific recommen-
dations of  how to handle the 
situation. The king received this 
advice so well, he put Joseph in 
charge of  all the land of  Egypt, 
a pretty decent promotion from 
prisoner.

In this account recorded in 

Genesis 41, Pharaoh goes on 
to describe Joseph as a man “in 
whom is the spirit of  God,” de-
claring “there is no one so dis-
cerning and wise as you.” I often 
like to describe Joseph as the first 
financial advisor, and I would 
maintain that when looking for a 

team to help you traverse today’s 
environment, it is critical for 
them to have received their cre-
dentials from the One who ulti-
mately directs our steps. Indeed, 
nothing is impossible when God 
is the source of  our advice.

allow month-to-month member-
ships, which allows its customers 
agility in regards to staffing size 
as well as the markets in which 
they operate.

3. Results
One unexpected finding from 

the pandemic is how resilient and 
productive the workforce could 
be outside of  the office. Accord-
ing to research by University of  
Southampton, pandemic-era 
productivity was not affected by 
remote work; in fact, 54% of  
survey respondents felt their pro-
ductivity per hour worked was 
increased by working remotely. 

The “autonomy afforded 
them by their employer when 
working from home was highly 
valued and allowed them to bet-
ter regulate their thoughts and 
avoid distractions,” the survey 
found. 

Coworking spaces are free 
from the distractions of  working 
from home and their flexibili-
ty encourages the autonomy of  
control employees desire.

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Thoughts for Investors So Far This Year

As bond yields have risen 
for most of  this new year (The 
bell-weather 10-year U.S. Trea-
sury is at 1.92% as of  this writ-
ing), and that has had an impact 
on equity and bond markets. 
For equities, the NASDAQ, 
S&P and Dow are all negative 
YTD with the NASDAQ the 
most affected. The NASDAQ 
represents over 3500 stocks 
while the Dow represents 30 
stocks, and the S&P represents 
500 stocks. It is significant to 
take note that S&P 500 makes 
up over 70% of  the value of  all 
U.S. traded stocks. 

Why have the markets seen 
negative performance for most 
of  this year? Take note that 

certain “sectors” – the eleven 
subsets of  the market are not all 
equally weighted. The S&P 500 
has 28% of  its value in technol-
ogy (TEC) stocks yet only about 
3% in Energy Stocks. The TEC 
sector is down over 9% so far 
this year, while the ENE sector 
is up over 23%. If  there is al-
most 10 times the value of  TEC 
stocks vs. ENE stocks, it might 
make sense to see that that is 
what has driven a lot of  the vol-
atility and performance. Most 
of  the household name TEC 
stocks are negative for the year. 
The main reason that TEC 
stocks have been more volatile 
is that when bond yields rise, in-
vestors (large institutional inves-
tors) historically have sold lower 
dividend stocks and rotated to 
higher dividend or so-called val-
ue stocks (TEC representing so-
called growth stocks).

So, when you see money 
coming out of  one sector and 
wonder where it may be going 
or rotating to, the above is one 
significant, and recent example. 
That may be leaving individual 
(as opposed to institutional) in-
vestors wondering what to do 
now. It is important to note that 
diversification, patience along 

with staying informed and aware 
have served investors well. The 
Wall Street Journal recently had 
an article that quoted the leg-
endary value investor Benjamin 
Graham. Graham was quoted 
to have said, “I don’t know, (af-
ter many years of  experience) 
what the market is going to do, 
but I do know what investors are 
likely to do.” In other words. We 
tend to see that as investors be-
ing reactive vs. being proactive. 
A proactive strategy to us is one 
where goals, time lines and risk 
tolerance are well known and 
thought through and then a 
strategy is adapted and followed 
over time. Human nature and 
instinct are motivated by surviv-
al and, hence, investors might 
give up hope at the worst pos-
sible time. And timing is a key. 
When markets move, they move 
swiftly up or down. It is next to 
impossible to know when those 
movements are going to hap-
pen. Have a look at this excerpt 
from Raymond James’ Weekly 
Headings on January 28th. It 
highlights the significance of  
time in the market vs. timing 
the market. The numbers are 
based upon the annualized rate 
of  return of  the S&P 500 over 
the past 20 years, which was ap-
proximately 5033 trading days:

• Average return for staying 
invested over the past 20 years: 
7.3%

• Missed the best 5 days and 
your return would have aver-
aged 4.9%

• Missed the best 10 days and 
your return would have aver-
aged 3.2%

• Missed the best 15 days and 
your return would have aver-
aged 1.8%

• Missed the best 20 days and 
your return would have aver-
aged .6%

• On the other hand, what if  
you’d “known” which days to be 
“out” of  the market:

• Missed the worst 20 days 
and your return would have av-
eraged 15.2%

• Missed the worst 15 days 
and your return would have av-
eraged 13.7%

• Missed the worst 10 days 
and your return would have av-
eraged 12.1%

• Missed the worst 5 days and 
your return would have aver-
aged 10.1%

The challenge is, who knows 
when those days will be? As the 
legendary Peter Lynch once 

said: “They don’t ring a bell at 
the top and they don’t ring a bell 
at the bottom.” Again, market 
rallies and sell offs happen if  a 
noticeably brief  period making 
it almost impossible to predict. 

We also encourage our cli-
ents to think about emerging 
trends which might be worth 
considering in their long-term 
strategy. We will start with semi-
conductors or computer chips. 
We have seen and heard a lot 
about the disruption that chip 
supply shortages have brought 
about. Chip production ca-
pability, advanced chips, have 
crimped revenues of  many 
firms and contributed signifi-
cantly to inflation. We note that 
advanced chip design is mainly 
in the U.S. and yet the advanced 
chips are manufactured over-
seas (Taiwan is the leader). Take 
note of  the foundries (chip man-
ufacturing plants) that are under 
construction or being planned 
in the U.S. Two of  note are the 
multibillion-dollar facility that 
Taiwan Semiconductor is build-
ing in Arizona and the recently 
announced multi-billion-dollar 
facility to be built in Ohio by 
Intel. These are just two exam-
ples, but nonetheless, a trend 
we think is important. The U.S. 
sees the economic and strategic 
need to have these foundries in 
the U.S. vs. overseas. 

The same can be said for 
battery production (for electric 
vehicles – EVs). The U.S. is a 
world leader in possessing the 
natural resources that go into 
these batteries, yet is the world’s 
laggard when it comes to refin-
ing the minerals and manufac-
turing the batteries. That, too, 
is changing as seen in the focus 
of  the U.S. government and the 
commensurate activity in build-
ing the production capability. 

How impactful could this 
be? Look at liquified natural 
gas (LNG). The U.S. now leads 
the world in the export of  this 
high in demand, cleaner burn-
ing fuel. It is used to create 
electric at power plants and to 
heat homes and power natural 
gas fueled vehicles. Many years 
ago, the multi-billion-dollar in-
vestment in the infrastructure 
that was needed, started to take 
shape. Many wondered why so 
much money was going in to 
liquification and export facilities 
as the world demand was not 
seen. Fast forward to today and 
you can see China’s demand 

has grown 50% which adds to 
the already resilient demand 
from Taiwan, South Korea and 
Japan. And now the U.S. has 
come to the aid of  western Eu-
rope as countless ships are mak-
ing their way there now loaded 
with LNG. The result has added 
to the earnings of  ENE com-
panies which are experiencing 
record revenues and hence cash 
flow and profitability. 

Wrapping it all up we see that 
while the markets remain more 
unstable than they have been 
in the recent past, investors can 
continue to position their in-
vestments to participate in the 
ever-growing areas of  opportu-
nities represented in the world 
today and tomorrow.

The back story of  Zhalman 
Harris, one of  our very own 
Destin Rotarians, is one that is 
worthy of  sharing. Born and 
raised in a suburb of  Monrovia, 
Zhalman grew up middle class 
with a childhood dream of  be-
coming a pilot. 

Those childhood dreams 
were shattered when Liberia 
entered a civil war in 1989. 
Zhalman traded dreaming and 
childhood innocence for surviv-
al amidst random executions, 
famine, air strikes, cross fires 
and even escaping death during 
the gruesome war. Witnessing 
random executions and atroc-
ities, Zhalman, in most ways 
still a child, emerges a resilient 
young man, with hopes and the 
ability to turn the darkest time 
of  his life into something posi-
tive. 

Orphaned, but with extend-
ed family, Zhalman escaped his 
homeland, relocating to Ghana 
as a refugee. For 10 years on the 

refugee camp, he waits… waits 
for comfort… waits for peace… 
and waits for a place to call 
home. 

The day Zhalman left Afri-
ca in the summer of  2000, he 
vowed never to go back, be-
cause of  what he had seen and 
endured. Little did he know he 
would be overwhelmed with the 
urge to go back to Liberia 10 
years later to help under-privi-
leged children and educational 
needs.

 Four years later in Destin, 
he met someone at a dinner 
party, who jointly set things in 
motion to go to Liberia. They 

would start a foundation called 
Aletha’s Hope in honor of  his 
mother who was killed during 
that civil war in Liberia. A 
year later, Zhalman established 
Aletha’s Legacy to focus on his 
commitment to meeting the ed-
ucational needs of  Liberia’s or-
phaned children.

This story mesmerized and 
captured the hearts of  Destin 
Rotarians and several commu-
nity businesses. With the pas-
sion of  several members of  The 
Rotary Club of  Destin and area 
community leaders, we stepped 
forward to lend humanitarian 
and financial support to Aletha’s 
Legacy. 

The Rotary Club of  Des-
tin sponsored a classroom in a 
newly-constructed educational 
facility at Abedu-Bentsi School 
in Logan Town, Monrovia. The 
project features 10 classrooms, 
cafeteria, kitchen, boys’ and 
girls’ bathrooms, library, science 
lab and computer lab.

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A Pastor’s Ponderings: Nothing to Say

The scene is a setup. As Jesus 
approached Jerusalem, the pow-
er-center of  Israel, He stops to 
rest for the Sabbath. The Phari-
sees have hatched a plot to catch 
Jesus violating the law of  the 
Sabbath so they can condemn 
Him in the court of  the Sanhe-
drin. 

A Pharisee invited Jesus to his 
home for the Sabbath meal and 
it’s no accident he also invited a 
man with “dropsy.” This afflic-
tion disfigures the victim, caus-
ing them to swell with edema in 
their arms, legs, and abdomen. 
Everyone present would see the 
victim’s need for healing. The 
Pharisee set the trap for the re-
nowned Healer. 

Jesus asks his hosts if  it is le-
gal to heal on the Sabbath, and 

they have no answer. He heals 
the man immediately, because 
that’s who Christ is. 

As the Pharisees gasp in out-
rage, Jesus poses the question, 
“If  one of  you has a son or an 
ox that falls into a well on the 
Sabbath day, will you not im-
mediately pull him out?” (Luke 
14:5) Of  course you would. So 
would I. If  my son fell into a 
well, I would go in after him or 
die trying. So would the Phari-
sees. Yet, they remained silent. 

With one sentence of  divine 
insight, He dispelled the Phari-
see’s argument and foiled their 
trap. They would leave off con-
demning Jesus to another day. 

Christ healed the man on the 
Sabbath, and the Pharisees were 
not happy because He broke 
their rules. They had no com-
passion for the swollen man. To 
the man with dropsy, healing 
meant relief  from his pain and 
a new beginning. 

“Dropsy” is a common illness 
today. Edema can be life threat-
ening, but usually it’s just irritat-
ing. Jesus feels our pain and will 
not turn away from us. The love 
of  God seeks to restore the lost, 
hurting and afflicted!

When my daughter was a 
gangly third grader, she was 
running through the dining 
room, and she tripped. Falling 

headlong into our heat radia-
tor, she caught it square on the 
cheekbone. Her eye swelled so 
much her eyelids lifted off her 
bloodied eye. The meanest black 
eye you ever saw shadowed her 
beautiful face for a month. The 
night after her fall, I prayed for 
her at bedtime, and I asked her 
if  it still hurt. Crying, she said, 
“Not my eye so much, but when 
people look at me, they wince 
and turn away like I’m ugly.” 

My heart broke. How could 
anyone think my precious child 
was ugly? 

Jesus felt the same way for the 
swollen man and healed his con-
dition and his heart. Instead of  a 
freakish display for the Pharisees 
to use as a trap for Christ, Jesus 
saw a person made in God’s 
image. Our Father sees us, and 
His heart breaks every time we 
suffer from hurt, pain,or even 
swollenness. 

How do you feel when you 
see someone suffering? Do they 
look gross? Sound whiny? Do 
their scabs, swollenness, or dis-
figuredness make you feel quea-
sy? Invite the compassion of  

Christ to fill your heart. That’s 
normal for a genuine believer, 
even if  it causes criticism. 

I wonder how many times we 
have seen people who were suf-
fering, and we remained silent 
like the Pharisees? Do we wince 
and turn away with nothing to 
say? Or will we allow the com-
passion of  God to move us to 
feel the pain of  others? 

Jesus has something to say, 
and His words brought healing. 
May we answer with Christ–it 
is always right to do good. It is 
God’s will to heal and ease the 
suffering of  others, no matter 
what day it is.
